Description


The Training Seminar on Southeast Asian Studies will be conducted in the Philippines, with 20 participants, 10 from Korea and 10 from Southeast Asia. Consisting of five days of intensive lectures and in-depth discussions, the seminar will focus on various aspects of the Philippines. Local experts from different disciplines will be invited to deliver prepared lectures supported by reading lists, which the participants are expected to read prior to the seminar. The seminar is intended to deepen understanding of Southeast Asia and provide a setting for the academic interaction of Korean and Southeast Asian scholars. By these means, the seminar can hopefully pave the way for future inter-regional collaboration in generating knowledge about Southeast Asia.
